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[image: image1.wmf]AGREEMENT FOR STUDENT USE OF NETWORK FACILITIES AT MORDIALLOC COLLEGE
Access to the computer network at Mordialloc is provided to enrich the process of learning and to support the curriculum objectives of the College.  This Agreement is designed to provide guidelines for using the computer network in the Library, classrooms and computer laboratories and to access other sites, both within and beyond the College.

All users are responsible for appropriate behaviour on the College’s computer network, just as they are in all other aspects of school life.  Use of the network entails responsibility and respect for others.  It is a privilege, not a right.

Each student and a parent/guardian must read this Agreement and sign it before the student may use the Email facilities and the computer network.  Use of the network provides students with access to the school and the world beyond.  It is therefore essential that the terms of this Policy are adhered to.  Violation of these terms may result in cancellation of computer network privileges, school disciplinary action and/or appropriate legal action.

Conditions of Use:

1.
a) Users are expected to use the network for educational and research purposes only 

b) Accessing, downloading or creating unacceptable material, including publications dealing with pornography or violence, is not permitted at this school.

2.
The intellectual rights of others should be respected.  Computer software and other material protected by copyright must not be printed or down-loaded 
unless permission is given by the copyright holder.

3.
Users will be issued with an User name and Password to log onto the system to ensure security of information.
4.
The network should not be used in such a way that it would disrupt the use of the 
network by others.

5.
Users are expected to take due care to avoid damage to computer hardware and software and not interfere with the operation of the network by installing illegal software or shareware. 
 

6.
Electronic Mail is not guaranteed to be private.  Mordialloc College as administrator reserves the right to inspect any material in a user’s mailbox and to remove any material which is considered inappropriate without reference to the user.  The content and maintenance of a user’s electronic mailbox is otherwise the user’s responsibility. 
7.
Every attempt will be made to ensure the network is secure, but it is the responsibility of every user to check disks regularly for viruses. 

8.
In order to Access the Internet a student must  obtain permission from a member of staff.

ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY FOR COMPUTER PODS:

Students will be allowed to access the Computer Pods around the College provided they abide by the following Rules:

1. The Computer Acceptable Use Policy in the College diary must be signed and displayed beside the computer you are accessing at all times.  No diary – no access

2. Before leaving your classroom for a Computer Pod complete the details in your Computer Access Record Sheet in the diary and have your teacher sign it.

3. When entering the Computer Pod you must sign in using the book provided.

4. If all computers in the Pod are being used you are not to enter the Pod.

5. If you are found not to be abiding by the Mordialloc College Computer Acceptable Use Policy your access to the College Network will be terminated.

6. Each Student must have a work plan before accessing the Computer facilities.     
7. You must not inhibit the learning of others while using the Computer facilities 

8.  No eating or drinking in the Computer Pods

9. Report any damage to the Learning Technologies Manager  or the College Technician immediately 

Remember: The Computer facilities have been put into place for the benefit of all students.  If they are abused the rooms will be closed.  If you observe other students using the facilities inappropriately,  report the incident to the Learning Technologies Manager.
