Small Group Discussion Instructions
Online small group discussions occur throughout the Intel® Teach Elements: Project-Based Approach discussions. Facilitators are required to set up groups in each module in which small group discussions occur. Groups can be set up through the Create Group Share link.
To set up small group discussion groupings:
1. Go to the Facilitation tab and click the Create Group Share link. The Group Share management page opens and lists the small group discussions.
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2. Click a discussion to set up the groups. The Group Share view opens, displaying the content in the View tab that allows you to see the current groupings.
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3. To create groups, click the Grouping tab. The Grouping tab displays all the participants enrolled in the course.

4. Choose one of the following methods to create groups:

a. To have groups automatically generated, select Auto-group in the Actions drop-down menu and then click Go.
Note: the default on creating groups this way is four to a group.

b. To repeat groupings from a previous discussion, select Copy groups in the Actions drop-down menu, and follow the on-screen prompts to select the group to be copied.
c. To manually assign groups:
i. Go to the first participant’s name. Consider with whom you might group that participant.

ii. Click the drop-down menu below the participant’s name and select the name of the participant.

iii. Click Assign.

iv. Continue this to add other members to the group.

v. Using steps i through iv, work through the participant list until all participants are assigned to a group.
Note: You can manually group some participants and then choose Auto-group to generate the remaining participant groups.

5. Review the groups. To edit a single group, click Remove. To edit all groups, click Actions > Break groups.
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6. Verify that the groupings are correct, and then click Save groups and create discussions at the bottom of the page.

7. Click Reset all groups to edit groups.

8. Click View to see the groups.
Note: Avoid resetting groups after work has begun. If you click Reset all groups during a course, all corresponding discussion threads created in that group discussion will be broken.

To change a small group discussion prompt:
The small group discussion prompts are included in the initial group discussion. If you would like to change or add to the prompts, you need to respond to the discussion thread and add your changes, or you can send participants a course message or e-mail with the changes so they can prepare their answers offline.
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
