Whole Group Discussion Instructions
Whole group discussions occur throughout the course, where participants interact with and respond to all users enrolled in the course, and not just their small groups. The facilitator needs to add the initial discussion posts for the whole group discussions. The prompts for the whole group discussions are provided for you. You can edit the prompts to meet the learning needs of your online group.

You, as a facilitator, and participants may add discussion posts to the Introduction Discussion on the Home tab. The other whole group discussions can only be started by the facilitator. Participants post replies to the facilitator.
To add a new discussion topic:
1. Navigate to the discussion in which you would like to add a post.
2. Click Add a new discussion topic.
3. Designate a subject and write a prompt to engage others in a discussion. See Whole Group Discussion Prompts.
4. Use the editing toolbar to upload pictures or files, or link to Web sites.

5. To attach a document, click Browse, locate the file you want to upload, and then click OK.
Note: You can only upload one file per discussion post. If multiple files are needed, compress the files into a single file before uploading.

6. Click Post to forum.

To respond to a post:
7. Click the Discussion title.

8. Click Reply on the post you want to respond to (the post must be open before you can respond).

9. Type your message, and click Post to forum.

Note: After posting, you have one hour to edit your post before it becomes permanent.
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
