Clearing Browser Cache

For Macintosh Operating System

Firefox Browser

1. Open Firefox

2. Go to Tools > Clear Recent History
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3. Select your time range (i.e., ‘Today’) and check ‘Cache’

Safari Browser

1. Open Safari

2. Click Safari > Empty Cache…
