Frequently Asked Questions

1. When are progress reports due?

Progress reports are due four times each year on the following dates: March 15, June 15, September 15, and December 5. 

2. Who should submit a progress report?

Any faculty member who has completed an Intel Teach Program faculty training/curriculum review and is either currently using Intel Teach Program or who would like to be able to use Intel Teach Program should submit a report. 

3. Why am I asked to submit progress reports?

Progress report data is considered an important indicator of program demand and success and ensures continued support for the Intel® Teach Program. 

4. What am I reporting on?

Progress reports primarily focus on the number of students (pre-service teachers) who are impacted by the Intel Teach Program. Data is also collected on potential obstacles to using Intel Teach Program with pre-service teachers and additional comments and feedback you have about our program. 

5. How do I submit my progress report?

Submitting progress reports is a very quick and simple process. Please complete the questions in the Pre-Service Reporting form and email Intel® Teach Customer Support at teacher.preservice@intel.com. Don’t hesitate to contact Customer Support for assistance.
6.  If I have not used Intel Teach Program curriculum with any students since I submitted my last progress report, what should I do?

Please submit a report of 0 (zero) students. Please do not neglect to submit a report, this helps us track who is and is not using the curriculum (and will save you from our friendly reminder calls).
7. Is it acceptable to submit a report of 0 (zero) students?

Yes – we encouraged you to submit a report, even if you have 0 (zero) students to report.  Please do submit a report.
8. What should I report if I am still using Intel Teach Program with the same students I was using it with when I submitted my last report?

Since your current students were already reported, please submit a report of 0 (zero). Please do not neglect to submit a report, even though you have 0 (zero) students trained. 

9. My current students are using Intel Teach Program in my course and in other professors’ courses. What should I do about reporting?

Please coordinate reporting with your colleagues so that students are not reported more than once. We suggest that one faculty member’s report reflect all of these students and that all other faculty members submit a report of 0 (zero).  If you or your colleagues have previously reported a number of pre-service teachers, please do not “duplicate” students that have already been reported.  Each pre-service student should only be reported once.  

11. Since first participating in Intel Teach Program, I have moved to teach at a new university. How can I change my personal information to reflect this change?
