A WARNINGS

Storage system power on/off: The push-button on/off power switch on the
front panel of the storage system does not turn off the AC power. To remove
AC power from the storage system, you must unplug the AC power cord
from either the power supply or wall outlet.

Hazardous conditions—power supply: Hazardous voltage, current, and
energy levels are present inside the power supply enclosure. There are no
user-serviceable parts inside the power supply; servicing should only be done
by technically qualified personnel.

Hazardous conditions—devices and cables: Hazardous electrical
conditions may be present on power, telephone, and communication cables.
Turn off the storage system and disconnect telecommunications systems,
networks, modems, and the power cord attached to the storage system before
opening it. Failure to do so can result in personal injury or equipment
damage.

Avoid injury: Lifting the storage system chassis and attaching it to the rack
is a two-person job. If needed, use an appropriate lifting device. A fully
loaded Intel® Storage System SSR316MJ2 weighs approximately 31.8 kg
(70 1bs.).

A cAuTIONS

Temperature: The operating temperature of the storage system, when
installed in an equipment rack, must not go below 5° C (41° F) or rise above
35° C (95° F). Extreme fluctuations in temperature can cause a variety of
problems in the storage system.

Ventilation: The equipment rack must provide sufficient airflow to the front
of the storage system to maintain proper cooling. It must also include
ventilation sufficient to exhaust a maximum of 1900 BTUs per hour for a
fully loaded Intel” Storage System SSR316MJ2.
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About the Front Panel Board

Enclosed is your new Intel® FMJFRTPANEL Front Panel Board. The FMJFRTPANEL Front Panel
Board is installed into the Storage System at the top front area of your system.

This document describes how to install the FMJFRTPANEL Front Panel Board into the Intel®
Storage System SSR316MJ2.

Required Tool

»  Cross-head (Phillips’) screwdriver

Power Down System and Remove Chassis Cover

1. Review the safety information and warnings at the beginning of this guide.

2. Power down your Intel® Storage System Console. See letter “A” in Figure 1.

3. Remove both AC power cords from the AC power inputs at the rear of your storage system.
See letter “B” in Figure 1.

4. Loosen the two thumb screws at the rear of the chassis cover. See letter “C” in Figure 1.

5. Facing the front of the chassis, push the top cover rearward, and then lift it up to remove it. See
letter “D” in Figure 1.

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Remove Compact Flash Card and Front Panel Cables

Intel® Storage System SSR316MJ2 Front Panel Board

Use the Ejector button(s) at the front of the system to eject one or both Compact Flash Cards
from the seat or seats on the top edge of the front of the system. See letter “A” in Figure 2.
Pull the Compact Flash Card(s) from the system and set them aside. The card(s) will be re-
installed later.

Disconnect the Front Panel cable from the front panel board. This cable is labeled J1. See letter
“B” in Figure 2.

Disconnect the Secondary IDE cable from the front panel board. This cable is labeled J3. See
letter “C” in Figure 2.

Disconnect the Primary IDE cable from the front panel board. This cable is labeled J5. See
letter “D” in Figure 2.

Disconnect the front panel Power cable from the front panel board. See letter “E” in Figure 2.

Remove Screws from Front Panel Board

1. Use a Number 1 size Phillips Screwdriver to remove the three screws on the top of the front
panel board. See letter “A” in Figure 3.
2. Set these screws aside. They will be re-installed later.

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Remove Front Panel Board

1. Keeping the front panel board parallel to the front of the server, slide the front panel board out
from under the top front edge of the system and then lift it up and away from the system. See
letter “A” in Figure 4.

2. Set the front panel board on a static-free surface.

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Install New Front Panel Board

1. Insert the new front panel board under the front top edge of the system. See letter “A” in
Figure 5.
2. Make sure the light pipes protrude through the bezel.

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Attach Screws to Front Panel Board

1. Line up the screw holes on the left and right sides of the front panel.
2. Use the three screws that were set aside earlier to attach the front panel to the server. See letter
“A” in Figure 6.

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Connect Cables and Install Compact Flash Cards

Re-seat the Compact Flash Card(s) in the Compact Flash Card bays on the top edge of the front
of the system. See letter “A” in Figure 7.

Connect the front panel cable, labeled J1, to the front panel board. See letter “B” in Figure 7.
Connect the secondary IDE cable, labeled J3, to the front panel board. See letter “C” in

Figure 7. The secondary IDE cable has a white metal sheath and the connector on the front
panel is also white.

Connect the primary IDE cable, labeled J5, to the front panel board. The primary IDE cable has
a blue metal sheath and the connector on the front panel is also blue. See letter “D” in

Figure 7.

Connect the front panel power connector to the front panel board. See letter “E” in Figure 7.

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Finishing Up

Pull the top cover forward. See letter “A” in Figure 8.

Tighten the two thumb screws at the rear of the chassis. See letter “B” in Figure 8.
Connect the AC power cables. See letter “C” in Figure 8.

Power on your Intel® Storage System Console. See letter “D” in Figure 8.
